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Rationale

· In 2018 the Department will introduce a metropolitan area-based cleaning model and implement a range of measures to improve school cleaning in regional Victoria.

· The goal of this new approach is to improve the quality, standard and consistency of cleaning services in all Victorian government schools.

· The Department also wants to strengthen fair working conditions for cleaning staff, and to provide greater assurance around cleaning staff in our schools receiving industry-standard remuneration and entitlements.

· The new model will be implemented during 2018 – schools, contractors and the existing cleaning workforce in all Victorian government schools will be supported through the transition to the new arrangements.

· The Department is managing the procurement process, which involves an open and competitive tender process that is now available, see: Tenders Victoria
· Companies who wish to be considered for the metropolitan area-based cleaning model must submit an expression of interest.​

· Cleaning companies may apply for Panel status at any time by completing the required application documentation.
